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PAYMENT METHODS

$25 fee for any payments
returned due to non-sufficient
funds.

Camper accounts must be paid
in full prior to attending for the
week.

REFUND POLICY

The YMCA of the Greater Tri-
Valley does not issue credits or
refunds in the event of a child’s
non-attendance for registered
weeks. Payments are non-
transferable to a different
camper or different weeks of
camp.

Credits and/or refunds are only
issued under the following
circumstances:

1. A program is cancelled by
the YMCA

2. A payment error is made
by the YMCA

3. A written medical excuse
by a medical provider with
the specific dates of
absence provided.

All requests must be made
within 60 days of payment.
